2. Application Submission: Submit the completed application to tchange@dolphin.upenn.edu. After initial screening the Co-Chairs may invite you to interview with the full committee. Interview dates are contingent upon the committee meeting schedule (http://www.dolphin.upenn.edu/tchange.)
3. Interview Process: A spokesperson(s) on behalf of the application should be prepared to describe the event and answer any of the committee’s questions or concerns. This individual should be very knowledgeable about all aspects of the event and itemized budget. Please bring 22 copies of the completed application to the interview.

4. Post-Interview Process:  T-Change’s voting committee decides to fund an interviewee’s event in full, in part, or not at all.  Applicants who receive funds must comply with the requirements T-Change sets forth for the recipients of its funds.  These requirements partially include placing the T-Change logo on all promotional material and documenting use of funds.  T-Change provides instructions on how to meet these requirements upon awarding an interviewee funding.
